6. Matters Arising:
Due to another commitment GRT could only attend part of meeting, therefore took the following public questions early:

A Brett - Q. Does the Neighbourhood Plan have teeth, is there an appetite within NCC and BPC to apply it?

GRT will raise with Planning Department. AB advised BPC have no powers but are requested to comment on planning applications.

M Gibson – Q. It seems very easy to get restrictive covenants (such as house has to be principal domicile and can’t be used for holiday rental) removed. There is no consultation process required before a covenant is removed and as far as I can see no method of objection for removal of a protective covenant. Is anyone aware of a mechanism by which future covenants can be made more robust? GRT responded that the onus is on the developer to follow up any issues.
J. Cowan – Q. Could Lost & Found property be left in Telephone Box. BB Advised this suggestion unfortunately was not possible, BB suggested Judy to discuss with Rev. Louise as to whether the Church may become a drop off location.
· Highways Update – AB – stated no response received from Richard McKenzie regarding pedestrian v vehicle recent survey, GRT to follow up.
· Traffic Calming/Speeding – AB – It was felt that parking is a long-term problem and, therefore, we should prioritise addressing the speeding issues. Concerns were raised about the proposed pinch point and its signage. This would be raised with AONB next week as, despite an assurance in Aug. 2019 that AONB and NCC would work together to resolve these issues, we had seen no evidence that this had happened.
· Bamburgh Conservation Area Character Appraisal – BB – BB contacted Jessica Turner who advised work in progress.
· Parking Survey – AB/KD/JM – The Parish Council met on June 16th to discuss parking and the results of the survey, a report from KD was read out, various suggestions discussed, and further meeting dates agreed, this will be followed up and reported at the next meeting.
· Broadband – JM – BT have placed notices in and around the village requesting permission/comments regarding the erection of poles, JM to make further enquires.
· Wheelchair Access to Beach – KD/BB – Report from KD read out which included the shed being built and groundworks due to start this week.  Volunteers whatsapp group organised, would welcome a few more volunteers to meet and greet the families. 
Fantastic news last week that the Lord Crewe charity in its 300th year have granted us £10,500 to buy an electric beach wheelchair.  This is part of the charity’s Tercentenary commemoration. We will now have 3 chairs based in Bamburgh.
· Playpark – JM – 4 suppliers have replied to our initial request for proposal. The quotes were difficult to compare, however the replies were very helpful in further clarifying the thoughts of the informal group of residents following the process. 
A complementary request for proposal was sent to 3 of the 4 suppliers with a view to align their proposals with our preferences and make them more comparable. 1 reply to this second request has been received and two others are promised in the short term.
BPC have placed an order for a new basket swing to replace worn one this is to be installed 23rd July.
· Walled Garden Update – BB – GRT advised pre-app awaiting building conservation comments.
· Bike Racks/Triangle – KM – Bike rack successfully relocated. 

· Footpath Map – KM – Footpath artist has submitted a sketch drawn of the Parish to Jessica Turner for her views, this also to be circulated to Councillors.
· Seasonal Additional Car Parking – BB/KM confirmed Glebe Field now open.
· The Wynding yellow lines – BB – lines now in place, follow up with NCC to add no waiting cones to parking problem areas.
· New Bus Shelter Request – BB – Charles Baker-Cresswell has generously offered £5k to fund a Bus Shelter near Castle Green, it was agreed that this will not be decided until all parking & speed calming measures have been resolved.

· Precept Help from Holiday Let Properties – JM/BB/JMC – letter has been agreed to send to all property owners.

· Warning Signs of Walkers from Glororum – BB - Request will be made to NCC for signs on Lucker road warning motorists of pedestrians.

· Water Bottle Filler – BB/JMC – no further update, follow up with NCC.
· Other Business – Litter has increased, and complaints have been received, BPC to contact NCC and request temporary additional wheelie bins and look to cost large bird proof bins for future. Suggestion made to ask business owners to sponsor a bin and display business details.
· BPC meetings will now continue as face to face as per government guidelines and be held in the Pavilion.
